Warm-up — Remember!

Before using the apostrophe S, review the possessive adjectives.
Antes de usar el apéstrofo S, repasa los adjetivos posesivos.

my — your — his — her — our — their

Example: This is my book. - Este es mi libro.

Grammar Focus — Apostrophe S (’s)

We use ’s = of / de to show possession.
Usamos 's para mostrar posesion, igual que “de” en espafiol.

Structure: Owner + 's + Thing owned
Poseedor +'s + Cosa poseida

Examples:

My mom’s car - El auto de mi mama

The teacher’'s computer — La computadora del profesor
My grandma’s cat — El gato de mi abuela

Note: Add only ' (not ‘s) if the word already ends in S.
The students’ books = Los libros de los estudiantes.

Pronunciation Tip

‘s often sounds like /z/ after voiced sounds.
my dad’s car — /mam deedz kmmr/
Vibra como “z” en espaiiol.
